The majority of Wales’ population lives or works near to our inland waterways, lakes and rivers. Together with Wales’ coastline, these represent a very significant national asset in terms of sustainable development, tourism, leisure and health, environmental gain and conservation and education. They also offer potential for raising Wales’ international profile for ‘green’ and natural assets.

During the previous Assembly, a number of Members came together to form the All Party Group on Waterways. These meetings were well attended by AM’s and senior representatives from the waterways and sporting voluntary sector groups, the ASPB’s and Local Authorities. The All Party Group also played its part in supporting the launch of the ‘Waterways for Wales’ consultation currently underway.

Since the Group last met before the election there have been important developments, such as British Waterways' very recent decision to create a single management unit for Wales. Other developments include winning significant new funds for work on the Monmouth & Brecon and Montgomery canals and a mooring basin in Llangollen.
