Overview of the CrossCut Interreg IIIb Project:

The CrossCut project proposes investigating how gaps and bottlenecks in European waterways can be removed in a sustainable way; in Wales this will be through demonstration projects on two of Wales’ waterways, the Montgomery and the Monmouthshire & Brecon Canals. The overall aim is to win economic (mainly tourism), recreational, health gain and social benefits by restoration of these waterways.
