6.05 Pontcysyllte Aqueduct - World Heritage Site?: Chris Pound 
Considered an impossibility by many at the time, Pontcysyllte Aqueduct vaulted the steep sided Dee Valley and the Llangollen canal became a trade route to the rest of Britain; to this day, it serves the busiest waterway in Britain. Refurbished and rejuvenated, with 200th anniversary celebrations culminating this November in a spectacular re-enactment, the aqueduct is now in the spotlight for a potential UNESCO World Heritage Site bid. WHS listing would bring international recognition, alongside the Great Wall of China and the UK’s 26 World Heritage sites, including Liverpool's Waterfront and Blaenavon ironworks.
To help make the case, Wrexham County Borough Council has appointed consultant Chris Pound, a qualified architect with expert knowledge of the World Heritage process, who has worked on sites from Bath to Montenegro and previously advised the UK Government on World Heritage issues. Chris will tonight reveal the results of the critical “statement of significance” study, describe what listing entails and how strong support from the Welsh Assembly Government will be essential for a successful bid.

Crumlin Arm Corridor Study: David Whetter, Caerphilly County Borough Council 
Caerphilly CBC owns 6 km of the 11.2 km length of the Monmouthshire & Brecon Canal Crumlin Arm that links Cwmcarn to Newport. Dave will present the recommendations of the Study, undertaken by CCBC with British Waterways to agree a strategy to achieve a sustainable future for the canal as an enhanced destination for recreation and tourism; He will touch on the further potential if the main line is developed.
David Whetter is a Chartered Engineer and Senior Engineer for CCBC Engineering Division (1996-). A graduate of the Polytechnic of Wales his work at Islwyn Borough Council (1983 – 1989) involved supervising desilting and relining 440m of the Crumlin Arm at Crosskeys Deeps; he went on to work for Mid Glamorgan County Council (1989 – 1996) on projects such as land reclamation at the Dowlais Foundry, Merthyr.

Waterways for People: Nicola Lewis-Smith, British Waterways, Wales
Regenerating Trevor Basin on the Llangollen canal led to the creation of a superb visitor attraction; but it was also an award-winning example of engagement with the local community. Winner of this year’s BURA Waterways Renaissance Awards’ Community category, the project brought together artists and local people, engendering a renewed sense of pride and community in the location, securing its future and encouraging businesses to thrive. Nicola will present the methods and opportunities of this and other waterways social inclusion projects from Wales and further a field. 

Nicola Lewis-Smith has worked for British Waterways for 6 years initially as Waterway Development Manager and latterly as Economic & Social Development Manager for Wales & Border Counties.  The role of the Development team is to underpin the wider priorities of British Waterways in the key areas of leisure, restoration and core waterway activity. Over this time Nicola has gained a great deal of experience and knowledge of government, European and other agency funding. Prior to working for BW Nicola worked for Flintshire County Council Countryside Service as Interpretation Ranger for the county.

Gorchwyl amhosib, meddai llawer, pan ddechreuwyd adeiladu’r Bont Ddŵr dros afon Ddyfrdwy, ond pontio ochrau serth y cwm i gario Camlas Llangollen ar ei ffordd a wnaeth Telford, gan agor y llifddor i gludo masnach a phobl; a saif Pontcysyllte hyd heddiw, yn gefn cryf ar gyfer y ddyfrffordd brysuraf un ym Mhrydain. Wedi ei hailwampio a’i hadnewyddu, mae’r gamlas yn dathlu ei deucanmlwyddiant eleni, a’r uchafbwynt yn cyrraed fis Tachwedd gyda dathlu ac ail-greu’r diwrnod agoriadol gwreiddiol. Bellach mae sylw pawb yn troi at gyfnod newydd – sef cynnig posib am statws Safle Treftadaeth y Byd UNESCO. Buasai ennill y fraint yn bachu sylw’r byd a gosod Pontcysyllte’n haeddiannol ochr yn ochr â Mur Mawr Tsieina a 26ain STB Prydain, yn eu plith Dociau Lerpwl a gwaith haearn Blaenafon.

Er mwyn hybu’r achos, Mae Cyngor Bwrdeistref Sirol Wrecsam wedi apwyntio Chris Pond, ymgynghorydd sydd yn bensaer hyddysg ac yn arbenigwr ar broses ymgeisio am statws Treftadaeth y Byd, ac wedi ennill ei blwy ar brosiectau o Gaerfaddon i Montenegro, gan gynghori Llywodraeth y DU ar faterion cysylltiedig. 
Bydd Chris yn datgelu canlyniad ei ‘asesiad gwerthuso’, cam hanfodol tuag at y cynnig a manylu hefyd ar fanteision llwyddo a sut y bydd ennyn cefnogaeth lwyr y Cynulliad yn hanfodol cyn daw’r maen i’r wal.

Astudiaeth Braich Crymlyn: David Whetter, Cyng. Bwrdeistref Sirol Caerffili
Eiddo Cyngor Bwrdeistref Sirol Caerffili yw 6 km o’r 11.2 km o Fraich Crymlyn, sef yr hyd o Gamlas Mynwy ac Aberhonddu sydd yn cysylltu Cwmcarn a Chasnewydd. Heno bydd Dave yn cyflwyno casgliadau’r Astudiaeth bwysig hon, a wnaethpwyd gan y Cyngor a Dyfrffyrdd Prydain ar y cyd i holi a fyddai modd llunio strategaeth ar gyfer y gamlas, i sicrhau iddi ddyfodol gynaliadwy, fel cyrchfan gwell ar gyfer hamdden a thwristiaeth; bydd yn sôn hefyd am y cyfleoedd ddaw o gyplysu hyn a datblygu’r brif gamlas ei hun. 

Mae David Whetter yn Beiriannydd Siartredig a Phrif Beiriannydd Adran Beirianneg CBSC (1996-). Wedi graddio o Bolytechnig Cymru bu’n gweithio i Gyngor Bwrdeistref Islwyn (1983 – 1989) lle’r oedd yn gyfrifol am oruchwylio codi’r llaid o 440m o gamlas Braich Crymlyn yn ymyl Crosskeys Deeps, ac ailosod ei waelod. Aeth yn ei flaen i Gyngor Morgannwg Ganol (1989 – 1996) ac adfer tir ysbail Ffwndri Dowlais.

Dyfrffyrdd i Bawb: Nicola Lewis-Smith, Dyfrffyrdd Prydain, Cymru
Pan adferwyd Basn Trefor ar Gamlas Llangollen, crëwyd atyniad rhagorol i ymwelwyr, ond llwyddwyd yr un pryd i gydweithio’n glos iawn â’r gymuned leol. Enillodd y prosiect Gategori Gwaith Cymuned yng Ngwobrau Dadeni Dyfrffyrdd BURA, am ddwyn ynghyd artistiaid a phobl leol ac adfer balchder lle a bro, gan sicrhau gofal at ei ddyfodol ac awyrgylch ffyniannus ar gyfer busnesau. Bydd Nicola yn sôn am y camau a’r cyfleodd mae’r prosiect cyfannu cymdeithasol hwn a rhai eraill yng Nghymru a thu hwnt yn eu cynnig. 

Mae Nicola Lewis-Smith wedi gweithio dros Dyfrffyrdd Prydain am 6 blynedd, gan ddechrau fel Rheolwr Datblygu Dyfrffyrdd ac yn fwy diweddar fel Rheolwr Datblygu Economaidd a Chymdeithasol i Gymru a’r Gororau.  Gwaith y tîm Datblygu yw cynnal blaenoriaethau ehangach Dyfrffyrdd Prydain mewn prif feysydd, megis hamdden, adfer a gweithgarwch y dyfrffyrdd. Yn ystod y cyfnod hwn mae Nicola wedi ennill llawer o brofiad a gwybodaeth am gynlluniau cymorth ariannol y llywodraeth, Ewrop ac asiantaethau amrywiol. Cyn ymuno â DP bu Nicola yn Geidwad Dehongli ar gyfer Gwasanaethau Cefn Gwlad Cyngor Sir y Fflint.
