Launch of the publication of the “The Montgomery Canal: Regeneration through Sustainable Restoration”: Tamsin Dunwoody AM
The APGW is honoured to host the launch of “The Montgomery Canal: Regeneration through Sustainable Restoration (A Conservation Management Strategy”). The fifteen partners of the Montgomery Canal Partnership, led by British Waterways and representing diverse interests, have agreed a framework in which environmental concerns will direct the management approach to the restoration. Once restored, the canal will link the Welsh length into the UK-wide network of inland waterways and demonstrate the benefits that sustainable development of waterways can bring to local communities, economies and the environment. Tamsin Dunwoody AM, the Deputy Minister whose brief now includes both Economic Development and the Environment, will launch the publication, say a few words to mark the achievement and encourage partners to continue working together to realise the Strategy.

Presentation of the 2005 IWA Volvo Penta Award: Gerallt Hughes, General Secretary, Inland Waterways Association C’ee Wales, (Recipient to be announced)
Although The Inland Waterways Association (IWA) makes awards annually for outstanding work towards restoration of inland waterways, this trophy is awarded only in those years when merited, to an individual or organisation making an outstanding contribution to environmental conservation on the inland waterways.

For nearly sixty years, the IWA and its thousands of members has campaigned for the conservation, restoration and sensitive development of Britain's canals and river navigations. The Association also supplies voluntary labour through its subsidiary Waterway Recovery Group. More than 500 miles of canals and river navigations have been re-opened since the Association was founded in 1946 and more than 500 miles of further derelict inland waterways are currently the subject of restoration plans throughout the UK.

Restoring Newhouse Lock: Shropshire Union Canal Society
The Shropshire Union Canal Society has been working since 2002 to restore the lock at Newhouse - the eleventh lock which the society has restored on the southern part of the Montgomery canal. Volunteers, some travelling from as far away as Devon, are determined to see the canal restored for its whole length and last year alone 400 man-days were worked, to the highest engineering and Health and Safety standards. Formed in 1968, primarily in response to plans for the proposed Welshpool by-pass that threatened the Montgomery Canal, the society now has 700 members and focuses on the158 miles of the Shropshire Union Canal system, with its rolling programmes of Enhancement, Restoration and Stimulant Funding.

The Liverpool Canal Link: Martin Clarke, British Waterways
British Waterways' South Docks lost its connection to the Leeds and Liverpool Canal after construction of the Liver Building and the rest of the Pier Head at the beginning of the 20th Century. The restoration of the Liverpool Canal Link will be one of the key iconic features of Liverpool's waterfront during the 2008 European Capital of Culture. As well as bringing direct economic outputs to the already booming city centre this project will act as a catalyst to the wider regeneration of the canal corridor through North Liverpool and South Sefton, two of the most deprived areas of the UK. Martin Clarke, a British Waterways' Regeneration Manager, will explain some of the challenges faced, including securing public funding, gaining planning permission in a World Heritage Site and not least, the highly complex land assembly and agreements.

Lansio cyhoeddi “Camlas Maldwyn: Adfywio trwy Adfer Cynaliadwy”: Tamsin Dunwoody AM
Mae’n fraint gan GAADd ymestyn croeso ar gyfer lansio “Camlas Maldwyn: Adfywio trwy Adfer Cynaliadwy (Strategaeth Rheoli Cadwraeth”). Mae’r pymtheg partner sydd yn cynrychioli rhychwant eang o fuddiannau amrywiol ym Mhartneriaeth Camlas Maldwyn, dan arweiniad British Waterways, wedi cytuno ar fframwaith fydd yn llywio rheolaeth adfer y gamlas yn ôl ystyriaethau cadwraethol. Cyflwyno Gwobr IWA Volvo Penta 2005: Gerallt Hughes, Ysgrifennydd Cyffredinol, Pwyllgor Cymru yr Inland Waterways Association, (enw’r Enillydd i’w gyhoeddi)
Er bod cymdeithas The Inland Waterways Association (IWA) yn gwobrwyo rywrai bob blwyddyn am eu hymdrechion anghyffredin dros adfer dyfrffyrdd mewndirol, cyflwynir y tlws hwn dim ond mewn blynyddoedd pan fo unigolyn neu gorff yn ei haeddu am eu hymdrechion anghyffredin tuag at gadwraeth yr amgylchedd ar ddyfrffyrdd mewndirol. Ers yn agos at trigain mlynedd, mae’r IWA a’i miloedd o aelodau wedi ymgyrchu dros gadwraeth, adfer a datblygu cynaliadwy dyfrffyrdd mewndirol ac afonydd mordwyol Prydain. Mae’r Gymdeithas hefyd yn darparu lluoedd o weithwyr gwirfoddol trwy gyfrwng y Waterway Recovery Group. Ail-agorwyd rhagor na 500 milltir o gamlesi ac afonydd mordwyol ers sefydlu’r Gymdeithas ym 1946 ac mae cynlluniau adfer ar y gweill ar gyfer rhagor na 500 milltir eto o ddyfrffyrdd mewndirol ledled y DU.

Adfer Loc Newhouse: Cymdeithas Camlas Shropshire Union
Mae’r Shropshire Union Canal Society wedi bod wrthi’n adfer  Loc Newhouse ers 2002 – dyma’r unfed loc ar ddeg i’r gymdeithas ei hadfer ar hyd deheuol camlas Maldwyn. Bwriad di-sigl y gwirfoddolwyr, a rhai ohonynt yn teithio yma o Ddyfnaint, yw adfer y gamlas ar ei hyd. Yn ystod y flwyddyn aeth heibio, rhoesant fwy na 400 o ddiwrnodau-gwaith unigolyn at y nod, gan weithio i’r safonau peirianyddol a iechyd a diogelwch uchaf. Sefydlwyd y Gymdeithas ym 1968, yn bennaf mewn ymateb i’r her i ddifodi Camlas Maldwyn ar gyfer ffordd osgoi arfaethedig Y Trallwng, ac mae ganddi bellach 700 aelod. Erbyn hyn, mae’r sylw ar 158 milltir system gyfan Camlas Shropshire Union, a cheir rhaglen barhaus o Wella, Adfer a Sbarduno trwy Ariannu.

Cyswllt Camlas Lerpwl: Martin Clarke, British Waterways
Diflannodd y cysylltiad rhwng South Docks (bellach yng ngofal British Waterways) â Chamlas Leeds and Liverpool wrth adeiladu’r Liver Building a gweddill Pier Head ddechrau’r 20fed Ganrif. Bydd adfer y cysylltiad - Liverpool Canal Link  - yn creu un o atyniadau mwyaf cofiadwy glannau Lerpwl yn ystod ei chyfnod fel Prifddinas Diwylliant Ewrop 2008. Yn ogystal â chreu cyfleoedd economaidd newydd ar gyfer canol dref sydd eisoes yn llwyddiannus iawn, fydd y prosiect yn gatalydd ar gyfer adfer lletach ar hyd coridor y gamlas, yn enwedig ochrau Gogledd Lerpwl a De Sefton, sef dwy o ardaloedd fwyaf difreintiedig y DU. Bydd Martin Clarke, Rheolwr Adfer Dyfrffyrdd Prydain yn esbonio’r her sydd o’u blaenau, gan gynnwys ennill cyllid cyhoeddus a chaniatâd cynllunio ar Safle Treftadaeth y Byd a chymhlethdod crynhoi tiroedd a’r cytundebau.
