“ ‘A Better Place to Play’ The Environment Agency's Strategy for Water-related Sport and Recreation”: William Crookshank; Head of Recreation & Navigation, EA.
The Environment Agency’s new strategy puts water-related sport and recreation in a central role for maximising the social, economic and environmental benefits that the natural environment offers. The Agency itself intends to play a more prominent and active part in delivering wider benefits for Wales and the people of Wales by the planning and promotion of recreation in and around our waterspaces. This presentation will outline how the Agency proposes to take the strategy forward, the role it sees for itself as well as the roles of others as it seeks support and advice from key partners and stakeholders. William Crookshank joined the National Rivers Authority in 1991 working in fisheries in the North West Region and since then he has worked in Conservation, Water Resources, Local Environment Agency Plans and Recreation, in the North West and North East. He is currently Acting Head of Recreation and Navigation.

The Renaissance of Neath Canal as a Tourism Asset - joint presentation on behalf of Neath Port Talbot CBC, Neath Canal Navigation and Neath & Tennant Canals Preservation Society (speakers to be confirmed): 
Neath Canal is undergoing a revival, transformed by a series of projects restoring sections of the waterway. These include environmental clean-up, restoration of locks and a new aqueduct that is thought will be the longest single aqueduct span in the U.K. A 9 kilometre section of canal will become navigable once more, creating opportunities for leisure and commercial benefits. The schemes have come under the lead of the canal owning company, Neath Canal Navigation (NCN), with assistance provided by Neath Port Talbot Council (NPT) and Neath & Tennant Canals Preservation Society. The success of the canal company over recent years in accessing development funding has enabled step by step progress towards the wider goal of achieving a 35 mile waterway network, made up of the Neath, Tennant and Swansea canals. NPT now proposes this regeneration can play a key role in the future of Neath and the area. The presentation will look at the schemes in the context of the integrated canal concept and the role of the partnership.

Beacon Park Boats: steering for success - Alasdair Kirkpatrick joint owner/operator
The setting of Beacon Park Boats (BPB) at Llanfoist Wharf on the Monmouthshire & Brecon Canal could have been designed for the cover of an ‘Idyllic views of Wales’ calendar, but it's the location of one of Wales' most successful waterside businesses and this is where Alasdair and Sarah Kirkpatrick landed after the chance purchase of a Saturday newspaper launched them into a life-changing move from professional careers. When they bought BPB in January 2001, the boats and wharf were badly in need of renovation and unknown to them, within a month the devastating outbreak of Foot and Mouth disease would lead to the closure of a large part of the canal and towpath, presenting daunting challenges for the business. BPB now operates the only five star boats on the M&B canal and offers exceptional quality with outstanding levels of customer care. This is a family business and they really are passionate about what they do – it’s no job, it’s a way of life. In a highly competitive and fast moving tourism market, BPB has successfully reached overseas as well as UK visitors with booking levels outstripping all competition. Find out how BPB used quality and flexibility to win and retain custom, and where the owners intend to steer the enterprise next.

Mae Camlas Nedd yn profi dadeni, wedi’i gweddnewid gan gyfres o brosiectau fydd yn adfer talpau o’r dyfrffordd. Mae’r rhain yn cynnwys glanha, adfer lociau, a phont-ddŵr newydd y credir mai hi fydd y bont-ddŵr fwa sengl hiraf yn y DU. Bydd modd mordwyo hyd 9 cilometr o’r newydd, gan greu cyfleoedd hamdden a masnachol. Neath Canal Navigation (NCN), sydd berchen y gamlas, wedi arwain y ffordd gyda’r gwelliannau hyn, gyda chymorth gan Cyngor Castell-nedd Port Talbot (CNPT) a Chymdeithas Cadw Camlesi Nedd a Tennant. Beacon Park Boats: llywio at lwyddiant - Alasdair Kirkpatrick cydberchennog/rheolwr
Mor dawel yr olwg yw lleoliad Beacon Park Boats (BPB) wrth Lanfa Llan-ffwyst ar Gamlas Mynwy ac Aberhonddu, hawdd y gallwch gredu mai golygfa ffug ar gyfer calendr i ddenu’r twristiaid ydyw, yn hytrach nag un o ganolfannau busnes mwyaf prysur a llwyddiannus y dyfrffordd. Ond dyma angorfa Alasdair a Sarah Kirkpatrick ar gyfer eu bywydau newydd, wedi iddynt hwylio o brysurdeb gormesol eu gyrfaoedd, a hynny ar ôl digwydd gweld hysbyseb mewn papur ddydd Sadwrn.
